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Walnut Springs Farm is located Muir Station Road, approximately a mile south of 

its intersection with Bryan Station Road, which places it, approximately 7 miles east of 

Lexington, Kentucky.  It is less than 4½ miles from the Bryan Station Polo Fields, 5 

miles from the Kentucky Training Center and 10 miles from the Kentucky Horse Park.  

As can be seen from the area map, above, well-known horse farms in the area include 

Gainesway, Walmac, Elmendorf, Payson Stud, Spendthrift, Dixiana, Domino, Clovelly, 

Castleton-Lyons, Cobra Farm, Walnut Hall, etc. 
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 Comprising approximately 10,000 square feet of elegant living space, the primary 

residence features a lovely living room, dining room, state-of-the-art kitchen, handsome 

office, breakfast room, rec. room, home theatre, spacious first-floor master suite, 

enclosed breezeway, large patio with built-in grill area, three additional bedrooms with 

individual baths, etc. 

 It is magnificently situated on a hill in the center of the farm overlooking almost 

the entire property. 
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 The property also includes 10 highly-serviceable horse barns comprising a total of 

124 stalls ±.  Like the 25-stall block barn above, most have been recently renovated to 

include new roofs, stall doors, etc. 

Former Stallion Barn/Breeding Shed—
now contains 8 extra large stalls.  Located 
adjacent to a dressage ring and half-mile ± 
grass training track.  There is another, 
similar block barn with 12 stalls.
